


Online Workshop: Publishing in Academic Journals

Publishing is an integral element of the researcher process with most academics required to publish at least once in their professional career. 
Researchers must also navigate a publishing landscape that is constantly evolving.  
This workshop is designed for early career researchers who have limited publishing experience.
